Many times we have opened our hands to help someone
who needed a boost.  We have prayed for each other and seen
miracles of healing.  We have shared in the excitement of world
evangelism both in our own participation through Work & Wit-
ness trips and through the skilled and dedicated ministry of John
and Carol Fillmore.

We have enjoyed the authentic presence of God in our wor-
ship, our work and our lives.  And we have affirmed God’s call
to full time ministry on both Billy Buisman and Barbara Kingen
as we have been given the privilege of lifting them up and giv-
ing them a place to live out their call.  And Jerry Englebrecht
faithfully ministers to veterans in the area.  His involvement of-
ten included funerals and assistance to the families beyond their
loss.

A whole team of faithful servants regularly man their sta-
tions to teach and make coffee, lead in music and in small group
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meetings, operate the sound system, greet and usher, and so much
more.  Loving hands make and bring treats and provide meals for
those who are convalescing.  Together we are the Body of Christ
ministering grace and announcing Good News.

I am excited about the prospect of adding the dimension of
ministry that the Upward Soccer program might bring this year.

Administrator’s Report

We are living in a time of change.  Everything from the price of
fuel to the way we use phones is changing.  Our response to
changes around us is often a reflection of our faith.  Changes can
open up our thinking and provide opportunity to see things from a
different perspective.  Or in the midst of change we can long for
“the good old days” and hibernate with the hope that our world
will return to a state that we view as more comfortable.  One of
the songs titled Rock of Ages says, “there is no rock, there is no
God like our God, no other name worthy of all our praise.”  In
these days we must be connected to God with a sense of security.

Our church made it through the year by God’s grace!  Fuel prices,
utility bills, and other costs have soared!  But God has provided
and we are still in business today.  We have not paid much on our
district and international assigned budgets (the total is $100,000),
but through cost cutting and diligent conservation, we have perse-
vered.  If you faithfully tithed this year, I want to offer my thanks
for your obedience to this biblical principle.  If you are thinking
about tithing, let me encourage to you to jump in and experience
God’s blessing.  Let me offer you the example of John and Carol
Fillmore, who have served for 10 years as volunteer missionaries
in the Church of the Nazarene.  In late summer and fall, Carol was
not well and returned to surgeries and treatment for cancer.  The
first miracle was that she was correctly enrolled in medicare even
though submitting paperwork from Africa is a challenge.  The
next miracle was that the surgeries were successful.  And a more
recent miracle is that a foundation has come alongside of John
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and Carol to pay for the majority of the cost of some very ex-
pensive anticancer medicine.  Ask the Fillmores for yourself
about God’s faithfulness in the financial realm.

Looking back over our shoulder it is important to remember that
we started the True North Church of the Nazarene in Hayden
almost 10 years ago.  More recently we prepared and sent Mark
McWhorter to pastor the Post Falls Church of the Nazarene.  In
both cases we encouraged people from our congregation to help
in those ministries.  It’s been a financial struggle for us, but
putting our resources into these congregations was the right
thing to do.

Our reputation in the community shines when we are remem-
bered as the congregation that has helped folks with medical
bills, mortgage payments, drug treatment, legal fees for adop-
tion, roofs for African churches, purchased food for orphans,
and much more!

Looking forward, there is much to do!  We need a much more
adequate building for our vehicles and outdoor tools.  There are
organizations like Habitat for Humanity that could use our help.
We have an ongoing conversation about the potential of Up-
ward Sports, which involves team play for children, with a spiri-
tual emphasis.  Find your strengths and apply them through your
church this year!

All of you deserve a big thank you!  But special honors go to the
church staff, church board, and many who generously give of
time and talent in the service of God’s Kingdom.

Children’s Ministries Report

Wow is probably not grammatically the best way to start an An-
nual report but, I have been blessed with the best job in the
world. I was recently talking to a woman who had worked with
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me previously and she asked how it was going and I said I was
very busy and loving every bit of my time.

Since I began in October, Tami Nederhoed successfully coordi-
nated the Harvest Carnival again this year. I was amazed at the
amount of energy that she put into this project and we reached the
community.

We have had 4 Kids Night Ins and this has continued to be a good
outreach to the community. We have had families come from cal-
endars that were sent to them. We also have had people sign up
from seeing the flyer in our church that were here for AA meet-
ings and had been here for Parenting Classes (Love and Logic)

The Sunday Nursery and church time Preschool schedule is also
coordinated of by Tami Nederhoed, with the help of Katie Raebel.
We have had the biggest growth in this area so we have needed
more teachers and they have had as many as 13 kids on Sunday
during the service time; this has been taught by a group of par-
ents. This could not happen without all of our volunteers.  Did
you catch Braden Nederhoed quoting of scripture at the Talent
Festival? Wow.

The Sunday school classes have also been great for me to see how
it all works to see the lessons, the way the teachers and children
interact with each other. The start of a Kindergarten class was a
wonderful addition and has gone very smoothly. We have a great
group of kids. But they will become a great group of teens and
later adults because of the influences that we give them. Exposure
to God’s word even for a short time can change their lives.
Wednesday nights have been the biggest challenge because of the
volume of kids. We have between 35-50 kids here on Wednesday
nights and it has been a challenge to recruit enough volunteers.  I
recently hosted a parent meeting and have utilized more of their
time on a rotation basis, but I am still in need of at least 2-3 teach-
ers for Wednesdays. We have split the classes into 5 groups:
Nursery 0-2, preschool 3-4, Kindergarten 5-6, 1st grade-4th grade,
and 5th and 6th grade. We have a teacher in the Nursery, a teacher
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in preschool along with a youth helper, and we need a teacher
in the Kindergarten along with a helper. We have a teacher for
1-4th grade but need an alternate, and for 5 and 6th grade we
need helpers and alternates. So if you would like to volunteer,
see me and we can talk about the best fit.

So all this said, I have a couple of stories. I had a foster son
named Harold that came to this church. He lived with me from
January to October. He came to the classes as a 4 year old and
one day in the car driving down the road he gave his life to Je-
sus.  This happened because this church filled him with Jesus
every time he came in the doors.  You hugged him, you smiled
at him, you asked how he was, and You showed him Jesus.
We gave him the gift of Jesus in his heart.  I know this because
he has since started seeing a person that helps him with his so-
cial skills and she works with another of my kids and she said,
“Harold said to me you can ask Jesus to live in your heart, I
did.”  She told me she knew he had lived with me. My other
story is about Jonny, another foster son, who came to live with
me in October and in November he said he would like a Bible.
Pastor Ron’s Sunday night class bought all my kids Bibles and
the kids saw everyone give the money for this. Well last Sun-
day Jonny won the sword drill (looking up the passage of scrip-
ture faster than the other kids). This started with a Bible given
by someone in a class and then a boat ride, a hug, a wave, and
recognizing him. We have filled him with Jesus. He goes home
soon and God knows we have made a difference.

Treasurer’s Report

Amazingly, another year has passed, and it is time once again
to let you, the members of Coeur d’Alene Church of the
Nazarene, know how much your faithfulness is appreciated.  It
is also time to let you know how the church has done finan-
cially in the past year.  It has been a challenging year for
churches, just as it has been for businesses and many individu-
als, and while offerings have been down, I have been im-
pressed by the faithfulness of so many during these difficult
times.  Most churches and other organizations that depend on
donations for operating expenses have seen a decline in giving
this year, and we are no different.  Because of the faithfulness
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of many in our church, and because of some belt tightening
by your church leaders, we have been able to pay our bills
without laying off staff, reducing staff salaries or cutting
back on the important programs that help us minister to one
another and the community.

On the “income” side of the equation, we have received very
close to $ 400,000 from all sources in the 2008-09 church fis-
cal year.  This is down about 20% from the $ 500,000 raised
in the previous church year.  On the expense side, small
salary increases, were approved one year ago, before the
falloff in giving.  Thanks to our efforts to control other ex-
penses, we have not taken those increases back.  Although
the budget for the coming year is not yet finalized, it is antici-
pated that we will not be giving raises this year, but we hope
not to cut either.  Our mortgage payments remained the same
during this year, and we have reduced our mortgage balance
from about $ 811,000 to about $ 790,000.   We have reduced
other expenses where possible, including renegotiation of
health insurance contracts, liability and casualty insurance
contracts and some other service contracts.  We have elimi-
nated two phone lines and worked hard to reduce utility
costs.  We have tried to makes as few purchases as possible
without cutting out the key programs that allow us to con-
tinue our various ministries.  Of the $ 400,000 that came in,
47% went for staff salaries and benefits.  Another 32% went
for running, powering, maintaining, furnishing and insuring
our facilities.  The remaining 11% went for expenses for pro-
grams and ministries inside and outside our walls.

Unfortunately, we have not done very well this year on our
assigned external ministries budgets for the support of the
move forward for Him.
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World Evangelism Fund, Northwest Nazarene University,
Pinelow camp, the district office and the denominational Pen-
sions and Benefits fund.  Giving toward Faith Promise was
down quite significantly, and we had little ability to support
these budgets out of other funds, after paying our other obli-
gations.  This is disappointing to me, and I strongly hope we
can do better in the coming year.  A greater emphasis on Faith
Promise giving may be needed.  On the positive side, we have
continued to support the “Roofs for Africa” program, mis-
sions projects in Guatamala, the Alabaster program and vari-
ous compassionate ministries needs around the world.  We
have also cared for several among our own church family and
for some in our local community.  Our people respond when
such needs are made known, and I’m proud of our church for
that.

I will close by again saying thank you for your generous giv-
ing this year.  The church books are open, and I’ll do my best
to answer any questions you might have.  I would add that
most churches are having greater struggles than we are.  Your
church board understands very well that there are some who
cannot give much due to current economic  conditions in our
world, but we are amazed at how faithful so many have been.
Thank you so much.  I would only challenge all of you, and
myself, to remember God’s faithfulness and to continue to
support your church as we
move forward for Him.
